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Writing “I Believe Statements” is an important part of your journey.  We hope that through this project you will gain an understanding of what you believe and why.  It will also help you in sharing your faith with others.  This is not a project for you to repeat to us the right “church answers” that you have learned in Sunday School without thinking about them.  Rather, it is meant to be an honest reflection about your own faith.  This means that we’re really asking you to think about your faith and your relationship with God.  Where has your faith been, where is it now, and where would you like it to go?

As we read your “I believe statements” we are not making sure they say exactly what we want them to say.  We really want to know how your faith has developed and where you are in your relationship with God.  And more important than us knowing – we want you to work through those questions.  So, in this project include what you’re confident about and also what you question and what you don’t understand.  We’re not expecting that you will know all the answers.  Be honest and thoughtful and most importantly spend some time thinking and praying about what your faith means to you.

Feel free to work through these things with your parent(s) and/or mentor after you’ve gotten a good start.
