	Truth: God made people special and designed us to live a righteous life but we chose sin.
Response: Recognize God made me and loves me, but I still sin.
	Rescue/Restoration: The Israelite army needed to be RESCUED from Goliath.  David agreed to join God and participate in the RESCUE and RESTORATION.

	David Anointed King

	Psalm 139:2- You know when I sit and when I rise; you perceive my thoughts from afar.
	Truth: God knows everything about me.
Response: Think and act the way God wants me to think and act.
	Creation/Restoration: David was made by God.  He was known as a man after God’s own heart.  He was chosen by God to be King.

	David and Goliath
II Samuel 11-12


	II Timothy 1:7- For the Spirit God gave us does not make us timid, but gives us power, love and self-discipline
	Truth: God gives us strength to speak up for Him even in difficult situations.
Response: Recognize that God gives us the strength to speak up boldly for Him.
	Fall/Restoration: David disobeyed God.  He took advantage of a woman who was married to another man.  God punished David but then forgave David when he asked for forgiveness.

	Psalm 23:3- He refreshes my soul.  He guides me along the right paths for His name’s sake.
	Truth: God guides my life.
Response: Follow God’s words in the Bible and live His way.
	Fall/Restoration: The Israelites disobeyed God and He allowed the enemy to control them.  God wanted a relationship with the Israelites so He chose Gideon to lead them to victory.  

	Shadrach, Meshach, & Abednego

Daniel 3


	Luke 4:8 Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Worship the Lord your God and serve him only.’”
	Truth: God wants me to worship and serve only Him.
Response: Worship and serve God only.
	Rescue: Shadrach, Meschach, and Abednego were faithful and obedient to God.  They would not bow and worship an idol.  God rescued them when they were punished for being faithful.

Daniel 6


	Isaiah 41:10a - So do not fear, for I am with you; do not be dismayed, for I am your God.
	Truth: God is with me all the time.
Response: Don’t fear because God is with me.

	Rescue/Restoration:  Daniel was an important man in Babylon.  He loved God.  He wasn’t afraid even when the King planned to feed him to the lions.  He had faith that God would take care of him.  God protected Daniel by closing the mouths of the lions.

Luke 1-2, Matthew 1-2
	John 3:17- For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through Him.        
	Truth: God sent Jesus to earth as a baby so He could save the world.
Response: Ask Jesus to forgive you of your sin.
	Rescue: Jesus came to earth to be our Savior and rescuer.  Jesus did not come to earth to condemn us for the wrong things we do.  We celebrate Jesus arrival to earth at Christmas.

	Luke 2:20- The shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all the things they had heard and seen, which were just as they had been told.      
          
	Truth: God deserves praise for all He has done for us.
Response: Glorify and praise God for giving us Jesus.
	Restoration: Once Jesus changes us, we are to share the GOOD NEWS with others.  Last week, we learned about the birth of Jesus.  The angel told the shepherds and the shepherds went to see Jesus.  Today we will learn what the shepherds did.

	John 15:16a- You did not choose me, but I chose you and appointed you so that you might go and bear fruit—fruit that will last. 
	Truth: God chose each of us.  He wants us to tell others about Jesus.
Response: Recognize that God chose us to go tell others about Jesus.
	Creation:  God made a perfect world.  He created people.  He wanted to have a relationship with people who could talk with him.  People sinned and they needed a Savior.  Jesus came to be the Savior.  He chose disciples to help him spread the Good News with others.

	Jesus Blesses the Children 

Matthew 19:13-15, 

Mark 10:13-16,  Luke 18:15-17
	Matthew 19:14 Jesus said, “Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of heaven belongs to such as these.”
	Truth: Jesus loves children and wants to be with us.
Response: Come to Jesus, knowing that He loves me.
	Creation: Jesus made each one of us special and He wants to take us in His arms and bless us.  We can answer the question, “where did I come from?”

	Matthew 13:23a But the seed falling on good soil refers to someone who hears the word and understands it.    
	Truth:  People respond to hearing the Bible in different ways.
Response: Share the message of Jesus with everyone.
	Restoration: Once we hear the Word of God, we need to respond to Jesus and then it is our job to go tell others.  We want others to grow also, just like the seed on good soil.

	Matthew 4:23 Jesus went throughout Galilee… proclaiming the good news of the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people.
	Truth: Jesus came to earth to share the Good News.  
Response: Tell others about Jesus.
	Restoration: A man who couldn’t hear or talk was healed by Jesus.  The healing provided more opportunities for him to join God now through his testimony.

	Prodigal Son 

Luke 15


	Luke 19:10- For the Son of Man came to seek and to save the lost.   
	Truth: Jesus came to earth to save sinners.
Response: Make the choice to follow Jesus.
	Fall/Restoration: The Prodigal Son is our lesson.  The son took his inheritance and left home.  He spent all his money foolishly.  He wasted his life, then he came home to his Dad expecting to be a servant.  His Dad forgave Him.

	Romans 5:8- But God demonstrates His own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.    
	Truth: Jesus loves you and me so much that He was willing to die on the cross for our sins. 

Response: Accept Jesus’ love and begin a relationship with Him.
	Fall Rescue: Each of us sin.  Jesus died on the cross for our sin so we could ask for forgiveness and have eternal life in heaven.

	Easter

Matthew 27-28, Luke 23-24, John 19-20


	John 11:25 – Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life.  The one who believes in me will live, even though they die;     
	Truth: Jesus came to earth to give me eternal life.
Response: Begin a relationship with Jesus so you will live forever. 
	Rescue/Restoration: The women who followed Jesus went to the tomb on the first day of the week but Jesus was alive.  They went to tell the disciples.
