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Bible Adventure Growth Champion Job Description

Growth Champion (GC) - Evangelistic visionary who has the desire to help people use the spiritual gifts God gives them to serve Him in Bible Adventure.  GC has a passion to see children and families become followers of Christ.   

Overview  

· Assist the School Coordinator (SC) and their Bible Adventure team in fulfilling the Great Commission in making disciples of Christ (Matt. 28:19-20).   

· Encourage and participate in prayer for God to send more laborers into the harvest field (Matt. 9:38).

· Oversee distribution of materials to volunteers and students (i.e. business cards, DVDs, long-term permission forms) and provide information to the schools to place on the school website.   

· Receive training and share with team members how to utilize material in their churches, S.S classes, and other area outreach ministries.  

· Motivate their Bible Adventure to utilize community events as venues to invite children and adults to participate in Bible Adventure.

General Responsibilities 

1. Assist SC in leading their team to creatively plan and implement ways to reach more students and volunteers.

2. Share Joy El’s mission, vision, and motto and the goal of doubling Bible Adventure.

Specific Responsibilities

· Work with and under the leadership and direction of SC and Equipping Coordinator.

· Pray strategically for growth opportunities for their area. 
· Cooperate with SC and team to lead through Invite a Friend and Volunteer (IAF & V) and 2nd grade Sneak Peak.

· Oversee evangelistic devotions during the month prior to IAF & V.
